The Under 9 to Under 13 
riders completed a fast lap of the 600 metre circuit while the Under 15 to 17 riders 
completed a lap of the 1.4km circuit over the notorious Nerang hill. The fastest time for the 
big lap went to Under 15 rider, Jesse Kerrison, who bested the fastest U17 time by almost
